Thank you for purchasing this KENWOOD product.

To obtain the best performance from this product, please read this
manual carefully. Please refer to the illustrations in the Japanese
instruction when operating this unit.

POWER SOURCE
When using the AC adaptor (Page 15)

o Connect to AC power outlet.

o Use the enclosed AC adaptor for this product.
Using the car battery adaptor (Page 15)
Optional car battery adaptor DC-C3A.

Notes:

o When the unit is not used, unplug the car battery adapter.
(Otherwise, the car battery may run out, with some car models.)

e The plug may not match the cigar lighter socket of some car
models.

e If the unit cannot be operated with the car battery adapter
connected, suspect the possibility of a blown fuse. The fuse
can be replaced by turning the electrode on the tip of the adapter
plug. When replacing the fuse, be sure to use a fuse with a
rating of 1 A.

o Do not use or leave the equipment in an automobile in
which the temperature is abnormally high.

When using the unit with 2 alkaline batterles (Page 15)
@ Press the A PUSH OPEN key and open the top cover.

@ Open the battery cover.

@ Insert 2 alkaline batteries and close the cover.

® Make sure the positive @ and negative @ poles are properly aligned.

® Use commercially available AAA (LRO3) batteries. The unit may
not operate normally if manganese batteries are used.

e The battery cover may be detached when it is subjected to an
excessive force. In this case, attach the battery cover again as
shown below.

o Replace both batteries at the same time.

o Never use an alkaline battery and non-alkaline battery together.

Rechargeable battery operation (Pages 16 to 17)
@ Loading the rechargeable batteries.

(D Press the A4 PUSH OPEN key and open the top cover.

@ Open the battery cover.

3 Insert 2 rechargeable batteries and close the cover.

o Make sure the positive @ and negative @ poles are properly aligned.

e A small amount of power is used even when the unit is turned
OFF. If the unit is not used for a long time, therefore, remove the
battery and store it in a safe place.

e During battery charging or use of the unit, the battery may be-
come warm. This is normal and does not indicate a malfunction.

o Never use a rechargeable battery and non-rechargeable bat-
tery together.

@ Charge the battery.

Connect the specially provided AC adaptor.

o Recharging is not possible during playback. Be sure to switch
the power OFF before starting recharging.

e Be sure to close the top cover of the unit before proceeding to
recharging.

e The CHARGE indicator lights when charging starts and goes
off when it completes.

o Recharging completes in about 2.5 hours. Avoid recharging
batteries over 2.5 hours.

e After the batteries have been charged, remove the AC adapter.
When disconnecting the AC adaptor connection, always begin
with unplugging the plug from the wall outlet.

o When using a rechargeable battery which is new or which has
not been used for more than 2 months, the operating period
may be shorter than nomal. This is due to the properties of
the battery and not a malfunction. After recharging, use the
battery on the unit until it is exhausted. The original
performance of the battery performance can be recovered by
repeating this cycle a few times.

o Rechargeable batteries can be recharged . When the playable
time per recharge reduces, please newly purchase the optional
(NB-3A70) rechargeable batteries.

e If you cannot spare much time for charging, 20 minutes of
charging enables about 3 hours of playback. 45



Connections (Page 19)
Ensure that the power of all components is off before connecting
the cords. Cords are sold separately.
Connection with other components :
e Connect the cable to the amplifier's CD input jacks.
e The LINE OUT volume can be adjusted using the main unit's
VOLUME +/- keys as well as using the remote's VOLUME +/-
keys. The level recommends 25.
e This connection may be impossible with some amplifiers.
Listening through speakers :
® Speakers with built-in amplifier.
Listening through car stereo :
e If sound is not produced, change the tape playing direction of
the car stereo. (Sound is not produced if the car stereo is set
to play tape side B.)
e Audio reproduction may be impossible with some car stereo.

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PLAYBACK

Cancel the HOLD function with the HOLD switch and then operate
the keys. When the HOLD function is engaged, the unit will not
respond to operation of the keys.

Normal playback (Pages 20 to 21)

Plug in the remote control unit and headphones.

o Commercially sold headphones with stereo mini plugs (¢ 3.5mm)
can also be used.

@ Press the A PUSH OPEN key and open the top cover.
@ Insert disc and close the top cover.

e Insert with labeled side up.

e Secure the disc by pushing a position near the center hole unit
it clicks.

e Close securely by pushing the front center position of the top
cover unit it clicks.

© Press the »/»pl key
o Power comes on and playback starts from the first track.
e After the last track is over, playback will stop.

@ To adjust the volume

o Press the VOLUME + key to increase the volume.

@ Press the VOLUME - key to reduce the volume.

@ Volume level indicator (0 to 30). (The volume level is displayed
on the remote control.)

o This unit sometimes stops the disc rotation in order to
extend the playable time.

Hold function (HOLD) (Page 22)

o Set the HOLD » switch on the main unit to engage the HOLD
function for the main unit. (4 PUSH OPEN key also doesn't work.)

o Set the « HOLD switch on the remote control unit to engage
the HOLD function for the remote control unit.

e Cancel the HOLD function with the HOLD switch and then operate
the keys. When the HOLD function is engaged, the unit will not
respond to operation of the keys.

Skip function (Page 22)
Using the <t key and »/»» key, you can skip to the start of

the track you want to listen to.

@ Each time the »/»» key is pressed during playback, the operation
will skip to and playback the subsequent track.

o When the <« key is pressed while playback is in progress,
operation will skip to the start of the track currently being played
back, and playback will resume from there.

e Pressing and holding the <« or »/»» key changes the
displayed track numbers continuously.

e The skip function cannot be used during Intro Scan.

Stopping playback (Page 18)

Press the m key during playback.

o When playback is stopped and then started again, it will restart
from the position where it was stopped. This function is called
the resume function. If the top cover is opened between the
stop and restart, playback restarts from the first track of the
disc.

The resume function is not engaged during program playback,
random playback or Intro Scan or if the power is turned off between
the stop and restart.

Turning the power off (Page 23)

After stopping playback, press the ® key again.

@ If no operation key has been pressed for 2 minutes while the unit is in
the stop mode, the power is turned off automatically to prevent battery
power consumption.

Repeat playback (only by remote control operation) (Page 24)
The mode changes each time the REPEAT key is pressed.
When in the normal playback mode:

(D One-track repeat (G1) :
The track being played or the selected track will be played
repeatedly.
@ All-tracks repeat () :
All tracks on the disc will be played repeatedly.
(® Cancel (Goes off)
Return to normal playback is made.
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When in the Program Play/Random Playback mode:
@ Repeats program or random playback (CD1) :
@ Cancel (Goes off)
Repeat deactivated.
e This function cannot be used while a bookmark is set or
during Intro Scan.
A-B repeat playback (only by remote control operation) (Page 25)
@ Press and held the REPEAT key for more than 2 seconds.
@ Press the REPEAT key at the point you want to start repeating.
e Start point A is specified.
@ Press the REPEAT key again at the point you want to end
repeating.
e End point B is specified and repeated playback of the section
between A and B starts.
e This function cannot be used while a bookmark is set or during
program playback, random playback or Intro Scan.
e A-B repeat playback can be set only within a single track.
e Press the REPEAT key when the A-B repeat playback track is
being played back to deactivate the A-B repeat playback mode.
Using Bookmark (only by remote control operation) (Page 26)

Setting the bookmark :
@ Press and held the REPEAT key for more than 2 seconds.
@ Press the REPEAT key at the position you want to set the
bookmark.
© Press the »/ B key to actually set the bookmark.
e This function cannot be used during A-B repeat playback, program
playback, random playback or Intro Scan.
e The set bookmark is cleared when the top cover is opened or
the power is turned off.
To skip to the bookmark position :
Press the REPEAT key during playback or stop status.
To cancel the bookmark :
Press and held the REPEAT key for more than 2 seconds
during playback status.
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Menu Operations (Pages 28 to 35)
Fast forward, fast reverse (only by remote control
operation) (Page 28)
@ Press the MENU key to select " 44 Pp".
© Press and hold down either the (<<t key or »-/p-p key.
e Pressing and holding down the »/»p key fast-forwards
the disc.
® Pressing and holding down the < key fast-reverses the disc.
e Playback resumes from the position where the key is re-
leased.
e This function cannot be used during A-B repeat playback
or Intro Scan.
Changing the sound mode (only by remote control
operation) (Page 29) B8
@ Press the MENU key to select " BB.", " LIVE" or" | yg".
O Press the <<t key or »/»p key.
The mode changes each time the et key or »-/»pi key is pressed:
@ "bb1"(Bass Boost 1)
@ "bb2'(Bass Boost 2)
(3 "bb3"(Bass Boost 3)
@ "LIVE'
® "bb1'+'LIVE"
® "bb2"+'LIVE"
@ "bb3"+'LIVE"
® "OFF" (Cancel)
@ In certain sound modes, the audio may be distorted when the
volume is set too high. In this case, select another sound mode
or lower the volume.

Selecting Play Mode (only by remote control operation)
(Pages 30 to 32)
@ Press the MENU key to select "# - MT d4E".
@ Press the < key or »-/mp key.
The mode changes each time the et key or -/l key is pressed:
When pressed during STOP operation:
(M Program mode : PGM "<« light up
(@ Random mode : RANDOM "« light up
All tracks on the disc will be played in a random order.
@ Intro Scan mode - INTRO "« light up
The first 10 seconds of all tracks on the disc will be played in
the recorded order.
@ Released
When pressed during Play/Random/Intro Scan operation:
(M Random mode : RANDOM "« light up
I:: @ Intro Scan mode - INTRO "<« light up
(3 Released
Programming tracks in desired order (Page 31)
@ Perform the steps in 'Selecting Play Mode" to select PGM
"<, and then press the MENU key.
© Press the e« or B/ key to select a desired track number.
@ Press the REPEAT key to program the selected track.
e Repeat steps @ and @ and enter the Track numbers into the
program in order.
e The selected track is added to the end of the program.
@ To check the programmed tracks, press the REPEAT key. Each press
of the key displays the next track in the program.
@ Press the MENU key.
O Press the »/pp key to start the program playback.
e Each press of the ® key deletes the last track from the program.
o Up to 25 tracks can be programmed in this unit, but not more
than 25 tracks.

e Program playback can be repeated by combining repeated
playback (page 24) with it.

e To exit from the program play mode, stop program playback,
perform the steps in "Selecting Play Mode" (page 30) and select
normal play mode.

Alarm mode (only by remote control operation) (Page 33)

@ Press the MENU key to select "@"".

@ Press the e key or »/B»1 key when "@"" is displayed to set the
amount of time until the alarm sounds (select "OFF" to deactivate
the alarm mode).

e The alarm tone is generated for about 1 minute to notice the
end of the set time period. At this time when volume is large ,
volume decreases automatically. Please adjust volume when
alarm stops (or after stopping alarm).To stop the alarm tone,
press any key on the remote control or main unit.

e If the sleep mode has been activated, ensure that it is
deactivated before setting up the alarm mode.

Sleep mode (only by remote control operation) (Page 34)

@ Press the MENU key to select "#)".

© Press the e« key or »-/»»i key when "®)" is displayed to set the
amount of time until playback is stopped (select "OFF" to deacti-
vate the sleep mode).

e Playback will automatically be stopped after the preset amount

of time has elapsed.

e |If the alarm mode has been activated, ensure that it is deacti-

vated before setting up the sleep mode.

@ Press the MENU key for 2 or more consecutive seconds.
@ Press the (e key or »/mp key.
The mode changes each time the <« key or »/»»l keys are
pressed.
@ 'bP on" : The operation tone (beep) is activated.
I:: @ 'bP Off'  :Deactivate
Setting continuous playback (only by remote control
operation) (Page 37)
@ Press the MENU key for 2 or more consecutive seconds.
@ Press the MENU key once.
@ Press the (e key or »/mp key.
The mode changes each time the <« key or »/»»l keys are
pressed.
M "CP on" :Continuous playback is activated
I:: @ 'CP OFF" :Deactivate
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
