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ENGLISH OPERATION MANUAL

Thank you for purchasing this KENWOOD product.

To obtain the best performance from this product, please
read this manual carefully. Please refer to the illustrations
in the Japanese instruction when operating this unit.

POWER SOURCE

This unit can be powered from the included rechargeable bat-
tery, commercially sold AA alkaline battery (LR6), or house-
hold power supply (100 V, 50/60 Hz). The included battery
recharger stand is required when powering the unit with the
household power supply.

When using the unit with the rechargeable battery

(pages 16 to 17)

Connect the plug of the supplied AC adaptor to the DC
IN terminal of the battery recharger stand.

Connect the supplied AC adaptor to a household wall
socket.

B Open the battery lid.

B Insert the rechargeable battery, being sure to place it in
the proper direction, and close the lid.

Place the unit on the battery recharger stand with the
side which has the battery recharger stand terminal fac-
ing downwards.

o The CHARGE indicator lights when charging starts and
goes off when it completes. The indicator will go out
after 7 hours at the maximum.

When using the unit with the commercially sold AA

alkaline battery (LR 6) (page 18)

B Fasten the battery case securely to the unit and turn the
LOCK knob in the direction of the arrow.

B Open the included battery case.

B Insert the battery in the case, being sure to place it in
the proper direction, then close the lid.

3 When using both the included rechargeable battery and
a commercially sold AA alkaline battery (LR6)
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MINIDISC PLAYBACK

Avoiding faulty operation (HOLD) (page 20)

When you are operating the unit on a train or when you

are carrying it with the power off, this function allows you

to prevent faulty operation due to accidental key operation.

(Both the main unit and remote control unit should be

carried with the HOLD function engaged.)

o Slide the HOLD switch in the direction indicated by the
arrow.

Normal playback (pages 21 to 22)
Plug in the remote control unit and headphones. (page 19)
e Insert the plug fully.
Make sure the HOLD switch has been released. (page 20)
o When the HOLD function is engaged, the unit will not
respond to operation of the keys.
Insert a recorded MiniDisc.

@ Slide the OPEN slider in the direction shown by the
arrow to open the disc holder.

@ Insert the arrow end of the MiniDisc first, while
pushing the center of the Minidisc. Close the disc
holder.

B Press the »/ B key.
B To adjust the volume

Press the VOLUME key on the remote control unit or

the main unit.

Press the VOLUME + key to increase the volume. Press

the VOLUME - key to reduce the volume.
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To stop playback (page 22)
Press the »/ B key on the remote control unit or the
main unit.

e After stopping playback or turning off the power, if the
»/ W key is pressed, playback will resume from the point
where playback was stopped.

If the MiniDisc is changed, playback will start at the
first track.

To turn off the power (page 22)
Press the »/ m key for 2 or more consecutive seconds
while the unit is in the stop mode.
e \When about 3 minutes have passed after playback has
stopped, the unit will automatically turn off the power.

To remove a MiniDisc (page 22)
Slide the OPEN slider in the direction indicated by the
arrow and remove MiniDisc.

Skip Track Selection (page 23)
Press the »» or ¢« key on the remote control unit or
main unit when a track is being played back.

e The next track will be selected whenever the »pl key is
pressed once. Press and hold down the key to increase
the track count at high speed.

® Press the 4« key once to return to the beginning of the
track currently being played back. Press the key once
more to select the previous track. Press and hold down
the key to decrease the track count at high speed.



Fast forward/fast reverse (SEARCH) (only by remote

control operation) (page 24)

A Press the SEARCH MODE key once when a track is
being played back.

B Press and hold down the »» or <« key.
For forward search:
Keep pressing the »®1 key when a track is being played back.
For reverse search:
Keep pressing the <« key when a track is being played back.

o When you lift your finger off the key, normal playback
will be resumed.

Group Search (only by remote control operation) (page 25)

A Press the SEARCH MODE key once when a track is
not being played back.
Press the SEARCH MODE key twice when a track is
being played back.

B Press the »»l or 4 key when "GROUP <a/»pi" is
being displayed to select the group.

® The groups change each time the »» or e« key is
pressed and playback will start from the first track of the
selected group.

Menu Operations

Changing the illumination mode (only by remote

control operation) (page 27)

The nine LEDs on the player unit can be lit in one of the

five illumination modes including MELLOW, VIVID,

FAVORITE, ECO. and DEMO.

Press the MENU key once.

B Press the »»l or I« key when "illumiMODE" is being
displayed to select the desired illumination mode.

The mode changes each time the »»l or et key is pressed.
— "DEMO": Demonstration mode
"OFF": Cancel the illumination mode
"MELLOW'"¥*: The lighted LEDs are switched over at
slow intervals.
"VIVID"*: The lighted LEDs are switched over al fast
intervals.
"FAVORITE": The way the LEDs light during playback
can be selected from 20 pre-registered patterns. In
other modes than playback, the LEDs light in the same
way as the MELLOW illumination mode.
> "ECO.": Power-saving illumination mode, in which the
LEDs do not light during playback, during stop and after
completion of recharging.
*During playback, the LEDs light in randomly selected one
of 10 pre-registered patterns, which are changed every
time the track changes.
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Selecting the desired illumination pattern (only by
remote control operation) (page 28)
When the FAVORITE illumination mode is selected, the way
the LED lights during playback can be selected from 20
pre-registered illumination patterns. Selecting the
illumination pattern during playback of an MiniDisc allows
you to select the desired pattern by confirming it visually.
Press the MENU key once.
B Press the »» or e« key when "illumiMODE" is being
displayed to select "FAVORITE".
@ Press the MENU key for 2 or more consecutive
seconds when "FAVORITE" is being displayed.
@ Press the »» or |4« key when "Pattern” is being
displayed to set the desired illumination pattern.
Changing the sound mode (only by remote control
operation) (page 29)
Press the MENU key twice.
B Press the »» or e key when "SOUND MODE" is being
displayed to select the desired sound mode.
The mode changes each time the »» or et key is pressed.
"NORMAL'": Cancel the sound mode.
"SoundEQ1"
"SoundEQ2"
"SoundEQ3"
"SoundEQ4'
"SoundEQ5"
"UserPreset': Set the sound of your liking.

Select the sound of your liking.
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Setting the desired sound quality (only by remote control

operation) (page 30)
The sound mode sets the sound quality selected with
"User Preset."

Press the MENU key twice.
Press the »» or e« key when "SOUND MODE" is being
displayed to select "User Preset".

B Press the MENU key for 2 or more consecutive seconds
when "User Preset" is being displayed.

B Press the »»I or << key when "BASS" is being displayed
to set the level of the bass tone.

Press the MENU key once when "BASS" is being
displayed.

B Press the »»l or <« key when "TREBLE" is being
displayed to set the level of the treble tone.



Switching between play modes (only by remote

control operation) (page 31)

H Press the MENU key 3 times.

B Press the »»l or e« key when "PLAY MODE" is being
displayed to select the required play mode.

The mode changes each time the »»lor et key is pressed.
When pressed during STOP operation:
—» "OFF": Released
"GROUP" ("GROUP" lights up):
Plays back only the tracks in the selected group.
'"RANDOM" ("RDM" lights up):
Plays back the tracks in random order.
"i.GAME 1" ('RDM" blinks):
Intro game mode 1 (Mode with shortest introduction)
"i.GAME 2" ('RDM" blinks):
Intro game mode 2 (Mode with introduction longer
than in intro game mode 1)
™ "i.GAME 3" ("RDM" blinks):
Intro game mode 3 (Mode with longest introduction)

When pressed during PLAY/RANDOM/Intro Game operation:
- "OFF": Released
"RANDOM" ("RDM" lights up):
Plays back the tracks in random order.
"i.GAME 1' ('RDM" blinks):
Intro game mode 1 (Mode with shortest introduction)
"i.GAME 2' ('RDM" blinks):
Intro game mode 2 (Mode with introduction longer
than in intro game mode 1)
™ "'.GAME 3' (‘'RDM" blinks):
Intro game mode 3 (Mode with longest introduction)

Alarm mode (only by remote control operation)

(page 34)

Press the MENU key 4 times.

B Press the »» or e key when "ALARM MODE" is being
displayed to set the amount of time until the alarm
sounds (select "OFF" to deactivate the alarm mode).

o The alarm will sound for approximately 1 minute after
the preset amount of time has elapsed. Press any of the
keys on the remote control unit or on the main unit to
deactivate the alarm.

e |f the sleep mode has been activated, ensure that it is
deactivated before setting up the alarm mode.

Sleep mode (only by remote control operation)

(page 35)

Press the MENU key 5 times.

B Press the »» or e key when "SLEEP MODE" is being
displayed to set the amount of time until playback is
stopped (select "OFF" to deactivate the sleep mode).

o Playback will automatically be stopped after the preset
amount of time has elapsed.

e If the alarm mode has been activated, ensure that it is
deactivated before setting up the sleep mode.
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CONVENIENT FUNCTIONS

Repeat playback (only by remote control operation) (page 36)
Press the REPEAT key when a track is being played back
to select the repeat playback mode.

The mode changes each time the REPEAT key is pressed.
When in the normal playback mode:
Repeat one track (CJ1): Repeats one track.
r Repeat all tracks (C): Repeats all tracks.
Deactivate: Deactivates repeat playback.
When in the random playback/intro game mode:
I—_» Random repeat ()): Repeats random playback.
Deactivate: Deactivates repeat playback.
When in the group playback mode:
Repeat one track (C1): Repeats one track.
Repeat group (©)):
Repeats only the tracks in the group.
Deactivate: Deactivates repeat playback.

A-B repeat playback (only by remote control operation) (page 37)

Press the REPEAT key for 2 or more consecutive
seconds when a track is being played back.

B Press the REPEAT key at the point where the repeat
mode is to be started.

B Press the REPEAT key at the point where the repeat
mode is to be ended.

e The area between the two selected points (maximum
of up to 40 seconds) will be played back repeatedly.

e Deactivate the random playback/intro game mode and
repeat playback mode before activating the A-B repeat
playback mode.

e Press the REPEAT key when the A-B repeat playback
track is being played back to deactivate the A-B repeat
playback mode.
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Setting the Upper Panel and Lower Panel Displays for the
Display Mode (only by remote control operation) (page 38)
H Press the MENU key for 2 or more consecutive seconds to
set up the display for the upper panel.
(Press the MENU key again when "DISPLAY" is being
displayed to set up the display for the lower panel.)
B Press the »p or e keys when the display area is flashing.
The mode changes each time the »p or et key is pressed.
o The display mode is set when the flashing display is
steadily illuminated.
Track number and time display
Disc name display ("DISC")
Track name display ("TRACK")
Group name display ("GROUP")
"KENWOOD" display
Recording mode display (STEREO/LP2/LP4/MONO)
Operation tone setup (only by remote control
operation) (page 40)
B Press the MENU key for 2 or more consecutive seconds.
B Press the MENU key twice when "DISPLAY" is being
displayed to select "BEEP".
B Press the »»l or e key to select "BEEP ON" or "BEEP
OFF".
The mode changes each time the »p or et key is pressed.

beeping.

"BEEP ON'":

The operating tone will beep once, and will then beep
when an operation key is pressed.

"BEEP OFF":
|: The operating tone will beep twice, but will then stop



Adjusting the contrast (only by remote control

operation) (page 41)

Press the MENU key for 2 or more consecutive seconds.

B Press the MENU key 3 times when "DISPLAY" is being
displayed to select "CONTRAST".

B Press thew»l or < key to adjust the contrast on the
remote control unit's display window.

e The contrast will be reduced when e« is pressed, and
increased when »» is pressed.

Listening to music on the battery recharger stand's

speaker (page 42)

The speaker does not output sound unless the AC adapter is

connected to the battery recharger stand. The playback-related

operations are available using the keys on any of the main

unit, remote control unit and battery recharger stand.

Place the main unit on the battery recharger stand.

B Press the »/ m or »/ »»l key when the recharger indicator
stops flashing.

B Press the VOLUME + or VOLUME - key to adjust the volume.

@ \When the unit is placed on the battery recharger stand, the sound
mode is set to the special mode for the battery recharger stand.

Setting the battery recharger stand clock (page 43)

Press the MODE key on the battery recharger stand for
2 or more consecutive seconds.

B Press the TIME + or TIME - key to set the "Hours" and
then press the SET key.

B Press the TIME + or TIME - key to set the "Minutes"
and then press the SET key.

Using the alarm (pages 43 to 45)

Press the MODE key on the battery recharger stand once.

B Press the SET key.

B Set the alarm time using the TIME + or TIME - key and SET key.

@ Press the TIME + or TIME - key to set the "Hours" and
then press the SET key; press the TIME + or TIME - key
to set the "Minutes" and then press the SET key.

A Press the TIME + or TIME - key and turn the alarm
setting on.

B Press the MODE key 3 times and display the time.

@ The battery recharger stand generates the alarm tone when
the set time comes. To turn the alarm off, press any key
on the battery recharger stand.

Setting the timer playback (pages 45 to 46)

Press the MODE key on the battery recharger stand
twice.

B Press the SET key.

B Set the timer playback time using the TIME + or TIME -
key and SET key.

e Press the TIME + or TIME - key to set the "Hours" and
then press the SET key; press the TIME + or TIME - key
to set the "Minutes" and then press the SET key.

A Press the TIME + or TIME - key and turn the timer
playback setting on.
B Press the MODE key twice and display the time.
o \When the set time is reached, the main unit starts to
playback.
Using the sleep timer (pages 46 to 47)
Press the MODE key on the battery recharger stand 3 times.
B Press the SET key.
B Press the TIME + or TIME - key and set the time until
the unit stops. (To cancel the sleep timer, set to "00".)
A Press the SET key.
B Press the MODE key once and display the time.
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
